According to verse 2, who is the 
    Devil (Satan) and what does he do?

3. What do you think it means to follow the world? How does Satan (Devil) use media to 
    influence people?

4. What did God do for us and WHY? vv. 4-5

5. Review the definition of grace. What do you think “It is only by God’s grace that you have 
    been saved!” means? Is there any other way a person can be made alive (saved) apart 
    from Jesus? Why?

6. God sent His Son to save us sinners BEFORE we started following Him. That’s how much 
    He loves us! Do you ever feel like you don’t deserve God’s love? How does this passage 
    encourage you?

Made Alive with Christ

1 Once you were dead because of your disobedience and your many sins. 2 You 
used to live in sin, just like the rest of the world, obeying the devil—the commander 
of the powers in the unseen world. He is the spirit at work in the hearts of those who 
refuse to obey God. 3 All of us used to live that way, following the passionate desires 
and inclinations of our sinful nature. By our very nature we were subject to God’s 
anger, just like everyone else.

4 But God is so rich in mercy, and he loved us so much, 5 that even though we were 
dead because of our sins, he gave us life when he raised Christ from the dead. (It is 
only by God’s grace that you have been saved!) 

6 For he raised us from the dead along with Christ and seated us with him in the 
heavenly realms because we are united with Christ Jesus. 7 So God can point to 
us in all future ages as examples of the incredible wealth of his grace and kindness 
toward us, as shown in all he has done for us who are united with Christ Jesus.

8 God saved you by his grace when you believed. And you can’t take credit for this; 
it is a gift from God. 9 Salvation is not a reward for the good things we have done, so 
none of us can boast about it. 10 For we are God’s masterpiece. He has created us 
anew in Christ Jesus, so we can do the good things he planned for us long ago.

Sin: any action or attitude that falls short of God’s perfect standard; separates us 
from a holy God. When we sin we show contempt for God. Sin keeps the world from 
working as God originally intended it to.

Grace: God’s free and undeserved love toward sinful humans that never ends. A gift 
that not only forgets our sins but also makes us whole.

Salvation: rescued or delivered from the penalty and power of sin in your life because 
you believe that Jesus, God’s Son, came to earth and died on the cross to pay the 
penalty for your sins. He was resurrected to life to save all who trust in Him.
