Through the gift of prayer we are able to talk to God. God is with us and ready to listen. We 
can pray, at any time and in any place, but there are some areas of prayer and attitudes 
towards prayer that are important to know. Jesus gives us this example for how to pray.

1. Read verse 9. Why is this the first line of the prayer? How are our prayers affected by who 
    we think God is and what He is like? How can we keep His Name holy?

2. Read verse 10. Jesus has come but He will come again. What do you think God wants us 
    to be doing until that time comes?

3. When you pray for God’s will to be done in the world and in your life do you know what that 
    means? What do you think it looks like for God’s will to be done in your life? 

4. Read verse 11. This line is praying for what we need. What kinds of things do you regularly 
    ask God for? Why does the Lord’s Prayer only focus on asking for “daily” bread?

5. Read verse 12. Why do we need to ask God for forgiveness on a regular basis? 
    Is confession a part of your prayers? 

6. Verse 11 convicts us to be as forgiving to others as we want God to be with us. Do you 
    forgive others as freely and generously as God forgives you?

9. Do your prayers reflect the model that Jesus gave us? What have you learned about prayer 
    by studying the Lord’s Prayer? How can you put that into practice into the future?
