The Bible is God’s message to us. God made sure that everything we need to know is in His Word.
This book gives us the opportunity to see and know God and His plan and purposes for man and 
the world. It helps us know how to live our lives and to honor God.

Romans 15:4: “Such things were written in the Scriptures long ago to teach us. And the Scriptures 
give us hope and encouragement as we wait patiently for God’s promises to be fulfilled.”

The Bible contains 66 books and was written by more than 40 authors over a period of roughly 
1,500 years. It has two sections all with one message - all inspired by God. The Old Testament 
begins with the creation of the universe and the creation of man. Throughout the Old Testament, 
God asks His people to obey His laws, but His people disobey him. Despite this disobedience, 
God promised to make a way for all things to be right again. The New Testament tells us how this 
promise that God made came true. The New Testament is all about the birth, life, teachings, death 
and resurrection of Jesus Christ - our Savior. God who is holy and righteous shows grace toward 
sinners by sending Jesus to save us!

2 Peter 1:20-21: “Above all, you must realize that no prophecy in Scripture ever came from the 
prophet’s own understanding, or from human initiative. No, those prophets were moved by the 
Holy Spirit, and they spoke from God.” 

2 Timothy 3:16: “All Scripture is inspired by God and is useful to teach us what is true and to 
make us realize what is wrong in our lives.

Hebrews 4:12-13: “For the word of God is alive and powerful. It is sharper than the sharpest 
two-edged sword, cutting between soul and spirit, between joint and marrow.
